AN ADVENTURE IN SEWING

I'love to travel, and I love a good ad-
venture. To that end, about three years
ago, I began to travel via sewing. I be-
gan a foray into international patterns.

I read an article in Threadsand I or-
dered Ottobres a result. The clothing
was fashion forward and tracing the
patterns was inter
cube sort of way. Then in the spring of
2007 I ordered a Marfy catalog from
Ttaly.

I assumed it would be a bit like Ottobre
except more adult. The review in
Threadss ai d that it
sciousao.
relied on a lot of knits. I like wool and
silk. I also appreciate fitted clothes.
Marfy, I believed, was for me.

I visited the websitefl definitely a trip
to another land. I, of course, chose the
English version. The English was the
oddly worded language of someone who
doesndt really
website run through babble.corfor
translation. I foraged on and orderd a
catalog. It was a bit pricy, about $50,
including shipping. Also, I could not
find the English version of the order
form. I had to call in my husband to
find it. Luckly he thought to click on
the British flag since there was no flag
for the US on the order form.

The catalog came from Italy. It had full
-color design drawings of about 100 pat-
terns. These included English descrip-
tions, although other parts of the cata-
log are strictly in Italian. The book also
contained 8 patterns. You have to trace
the patterns, but they are multi-sized.
Many of the fashions are for much
younger bodies than mine, but some
werefl dare I sayfi dazzling. They were

classic and yet totally different. I en-
joyed the catalog, but just read it for a
year. Sewing for myself is often a lux-
ury and I wanted to be sure that I could
throughly delve into whatever I did.

Finally, in Summer 2008, I cut out one
of the patterns. It was a simple kimono
jacket that I made into a beach cover
with some material from the auction. I
found that the pattern fit well and went
together easily. There were no instruc-
tions, but it was very simple so no prob-
lem. I'loved the cover-up and was
ready for a bit more.

One blouse kept calling me from the
catolog. It was long-sleeved with huge
ruffles on the sleeve and a beautiful ruf-

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Book Reviewn Sew What! Skirts

Sew What! Skirts: 16 Simple Styles You
Can Make With Fabulous Fabrics by

Francesca Denhartog

This isndt only a
review with a pattern review thrown in

for good measure. The Book Sew What!

Skirts: 16 Simple Styles You Can Make
With Fabulous Fabrics published by
Storey Publishing in 2006 is a brightly
colored book full of some really cute

ideas for skirts. Not only does it give
you many cute examples of basic skirt
designs, it also instructs you on how to
create your own patterns using your
measurements for each type of skirt.
This book is designed for people with a
basic sewing skills. It gives enough
background information on basic skills
to help a beginner understand what
they need to complete the projects in
the book. The book is written in such a
way that an advanced seamstress will
enjoy the ideas and be able to pass over
the information they may not necessar-
ily need.

The design I chose to complete was the
A-Line skirt from the chapter entitled
0A CI alsisniec. 6A° The
0Singing

t hldne Bilt wichs

making the pattern were very easy to
follow. The pattern was easy to make
and the skirt was a breeze to put to-
gether. The instructions include some
cute design elements to jazz up the skirt
and make it not your boring old A-Line
skirt. Because I have a more moderate
sewing ability, I decided to create an
above the knee length skort using this A
-Line pattern. I used a short pattern
that would fit under the skirt and at-
tached at the waist. I created both of
my patterns and cut the skirt portion
out of a stretch twill and the under
shorts from Powerdry knit. I realized
that the skirt was going to be too big so
fixed the skirt and shorts before I was
completely finished. The size issue was
not a fault of the book but errors on my
part.

In the future, there are three things that
I will keep in mind the next time I draft
a pattern. First I will make sure that I
measure myself more carefully, I will
adjust the seam allowance to what I
normally sew with (rather than the %%
recommended), and I will make sure to
know how much ease I really do like in
my skirts. I love the way my skort
turned out and will be making several to
